If the limits are exceeded in 

products sold in Europe after July 1st, 2006, the organization responsible for enforcing the 

legislation in each country can take the appropriate action.

With the increasing proliferation of electronic equipment and its shorter lifecycles, more and 

more of this equipment finds its way into landfill sites.  In the interests of the environment it is 

desirable to restrict the amount of hazardous substances that can accumulate.
